The long-established cultivation of species that have now become invasive indicates that
they have valuable properties for humans. The book summarizes the global experience of
using invasive alien plants. Data on those species that the authors recommend collecting in
wild-growing invasive populations (but not cultivating!) and using them as food, medicinal,
dyeing, etc. are presented. Attention to invasive species with decorative properties is paid,
and a reasoned warning has been made about restricting their cultivation and strictly
observing the techniques for utilizing plant residues. A high degree of aggressiveness of
some alien species and the danger of their uncontrolled spread are noted. The original data
obtained at the institutes of the Russian Academy of Sciences on the chemical composition
of medicinal species, especially the biologically active flavonoid complex and silicon
compounds, are given.

The book is intended for botanists, agricultural workers and a wide range of readers.
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
